•	 �Plastic food & beverage containers labelled
•	 �Large appliances such as fridges, freezers  

and dishwashers
•	 �Large metal items such as bike frames  

and clean barbeques
•	 �Paint, solvents, pesticides & gasoline  
(restrictions apply)
•	 �Small electrical appliances such as  
toaster ovens & electric mixers

•	 ��Up to 1 cubic yard of garden trimmings  
at no charge for Richmond residents.  
Each additional cubic yard is $20.  
Note: Commercial operators are charged  
$20 per yard for all trimmings.

FOR YOUR GREEN CAN:
•	 �Make sure the Green Can decal is facing the road (Tip: New Green Can 
decals are available at Richmond City Hall, the Recycling Depot and 
other City facilities.)

•	 �Ensure container size does not exceed 80 L or 22” x 19”wide in capacity.
•	 �Ensure container weight does not exceed 20 kg (44 lbs). Tip: Water adds 

weight, so use lids to keep unwanted rain water and extra weight out.
•	 �Ensure branches do not extend beyond the top of the container  

Tip: branches can be tied in 3’ x  2’ bundles (branches must be less than  
4” in diameter) for collection without using the Green Can.

•	 �Use paper liner bags in containers for easy clean up or wrap  
food scraps in newspaper. 

•	 �Please do not use compostable / biodegradable liners as they  
leave plastic remnants in the compost and are  
not accepted at the compost facility.  

FOR YOUR LARGE ITEMS:
•	 �Residents may purchase a $5 Garbage  
Disposal Voucher (one per household per year)  
at City facilities and transport the materials  
to Vancouver Landfill (located at 5400  
72nd Street, Delta). 

•	 �The voucher is good for up to  
$20.00 in value at the Landfill. Call  
604-276-4010 for more information.

FOR YOUR GARBAGE CANS:
•	 �Collection crews will collect up to two,  

100 L containers or bags per household, per week.
•	 �If you have more to dispose, Garbage Tags  
may be purchased for $2.00 at City facilities  
for each additional garbage/bag container.

•	 �It’s important to have your recycling and  
garbage at the curb by 7:30 a.m. to make  
sure it’s there when the crews come to your street.
